BBCA request for display of directory at 13 S. Lake the library and town are talking about doing a feasibility study and this request may have to be put on hold. The board would like to see the design before proceeding.  2/25 meeting at 9:00 am with Historian to review office & Museum building needs
PARKS:  Briefing from February 8th meeting – met with Paul Chatfield about doing SEQR study and met with students at Robins Brook Park
LOCAL HISTORY AND MUSEUM: met on the 8th – Annual report, participation at museum was down;  security system up and going, looking into motion and heat detectors; answering machine was unplugged by Doyle; opening for regular office hours and possible museum hours on Fridays; hot water tank needs replaced for $275; windows in basement; furnace is in good shape – humidifier should be added; museum programs – live demonstrations possible liability; 2017 looking for participation volunteers; historical society relations are good – working on reestablishing charter.  Councilman Anderson made a motion to replace the hot water tank and the historian’s office; seconded by Councilwomen Grant and carried by a vote 4-0.  Councilman Haywood made a motion to accept historians 2016 report; seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried by a vote 4-0.
POLICY AND PERSONNEL:  Robins Brook Park Key deposit and refund- a coach request the key deposit returned after having the key since April 2014 Clerk Smith found the “policy” from the 2006 minutes it was very clear the $25  will be refunded to coach and new a policy should be established- Councilwoman Grant will set up a meeting with Peggy at Gillam-Grant to discuss key issue.
