HIGHWAY/REFUSE: 
Mike reports that crews are finishing up this year’s roadwork and mowing for the last time.
The budget looks good this year, so Mike got the price for a new 8-foot plow for one of the smaller trucks (just like one that we already own).  The price is $4365.05.  Councilman Ernie Haywood made a motion to approve of the purchase of a new 8-foot plow priced at $4365.05; seconded by Councilwoman Belinda Grant and it carried by a vote 3-0.
COMMITEES:
BUILDING:  Finished the grant and letter has been sent to Michael Ranzenhofer and Steve Hawley about rejection due to public hearing notification.  We are still waiting to hear back from them.  Still waiting to be reach someone about getting Library shelving.

PARKS:  Parks closed after Labor Day.
HISTORIAN:  Nothing to report
POLICY & PROCEDURES:  Update on Social Media Policy: Sent to Town Attorney for approval.  Board members                also have to read it and approve it.
OLD BUSINESS:  Sales tax agreement will be approved until 2018.
NEW BUSINESS:  Discussion about county water agreement. How is the county going to pay for larger water pipes?  Budget Workshop - Saturday, October 7th, 9:00 am in the Courtroom.
JOINT SESSION BEGAN at 6:30 pm with Town portion remaining open
DISCUSSION TOPICS:
Genesee County Tourism Marketing: Kelly Rapone approached the boards about considering purchasing a page for $1800 in the Genesee County Vacation Planner magazines that are available to NYS visitors.  2010 was the last year that we had something in them.  There are both digital and paper editions available.  The deadline is in October for a decision. (no date given) If the decision is yes, Kelly works with the chosen coordinator to design the page.  She says said that local businesses can be asked to “buy an ad” to help offset the costs.

Bergen Fire Department Budget:  Eric Wies, President, presented the 2018 budget. Downsizing the fleet due to the lack of man-power.  They will be combining tanker trucks. A new brush truck is expected to arrive in October to replace the old one.

Genesee County Sheriff Report: Deputy Delong says that he is connecting with the kids well and that there has been little to no vandalism. He also commended the Boards on the great work that they have done.
Genesee County Legislator:  Robert Bausch started out by commending Deputy Delong and the local police as well as Kelly Rapone from Genesee County Tourism for their hard work in helping to make the county great.
Bob also discussed these items:

· Flat Sales tax

· The public water situation (a lot of the same things that Eric Wies stated)  The next county meeting is October 4th  at 6:30 pm in Batavia.

· An approved jail study - and the change in the age of responsibility from 16 to 18.

· Shared services

· Indian money

· 2 people are retiring in the local legislation and a 3rd person has someone running against them.            This will be a big change in the local legislation.

Town Transfer Station: 
The Village is concerned with about risk of contamination if the Transfer Station is moved to the highway garage.  They would like to see only brush be put there.
The Town’s reply was that having it there is not as risky as they think.

It will be open one day and then disposed of to Waste Management the next day.
Everything will be inside the building. This building has been inspected and deemed sound.

There are approximately 100 customers and currently runs at a deficient, as do most transfer stations.
