RESOLUTION #9-2018 FOR PREPARATION

OF GENERAL MAP, PLAN AND REPORT

FOR PROVIDING FACILITIES, IMPROVEMENTS

OR SERVICES FOR WATER DISTRICT NO. 4

WHEREAS, a proposal has been made by the Town Board of the Town of Bergen to establish Water District No. 4 in the following described portion of the Town:

All remaining areas within the Town of Bergen that currently are not served with public water.  The project areas have been discussed with the residents at the Town Board meeting on March 27, 2018. The improvements consist of approximately 160,510 linear feet of water main, fire hydrants, water services and appurtenances to serve approximately 374 existing home with public water.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, subject to permissive referendum, the sum of $4,975.00 is hereby appropriated to pay the cost of preparing a general map, plan and report for providing the facilities, improvements or services in the above-described portion of the Town of Bergen; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that Chatfield Engineering is hereby authorized and directed to supervise the preparation of such map, plan and report within the limits of the amount appropriated therefore, and upon the completion thereof to file the same in the Office of the Town Clerk of the Town of Bergen.

BILLS:  The bills were presented for audit and totaled General A Fund $16,006.12; General B Fund $11,324.84; Highway DB $8,146.43; PA-A $3,162.86; PA-DB $3,831.52.  Councilwoman Grant made a motion to pay the April bills; seconded by Councilman Starowitz and it carried by a vote 5-0.
