ROBINS BROOK PARK AND DREW’S NATURE CENTER IMPROVEMENTS
SEQR RESOLUTION - NEGATIVE DECLARATION


WHEREAS,
1) In accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review regulations (SEQR), the Town Board of the Town of Bergen announced its intent to serve as Lead Agency on March 27, 2018, to conduct an environmental review of various improvements to Robins Brook Park and Drew’s Nature Center as proposed in the Park Master Plan to be adopted.  The proposed action involves the installation of additional sports fields, hiking trails, small structures, a playground, picnic tables, benches, signage, new parking, fencing, landscaping, and a restroom facility including approximately 1,700 linear feet of watermain and sewermain.  The project will enable the Town provide better recreational facilities for its residents.

2) The Town Board has determined that the proposed action is a Type I action as defined under SEQR, as portions of the project are located within parkland.
3) The Town Board, in its capacity of Lead Agency, has caused to be prepared an environmental assessment of the significance of and potential environmental impact of the action described above.  

4) On March 28, 2018, the Town Board notified the Involved and Interested Agencies of its intention to act as Lead Agency for this project and circulated Part 1 of the full Environmental Assessment Form.  None of the Involved Agencies objected to the Bergen Town Board serving as Lead Agency for this project.  The Town will obtain all necessary permits and approvals from Involved Agencies and will comply with agency requirements.  
5) The Town Board has considered the Environmental Record prepared for this action, including any comments received from the Involved Agencies, and the proposed Negative Declaration.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,

The Town Board of the Town of Bergen declares that it will serve as Lead Agency for various improvements to Robins Brook Park and Drew’s Nature Center as proposed in the Park Master Plan to be adopted; and,

The Town Board declares that, based on the Environmental Record which has been prepared, the project will not result in any large and important impacts, and therefore, will not have a significant adverse impact on the environment.  A Negative Declaration under SEQR is therefore issued for this project, and the Town Supervisor is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and issue, on behalf of the Town, the Negative Declaration in the Part 3 of the Environmental Assessment Form.

Proposed Water District #4 Grant Funding Proposal Councilman Anderson made a motion to authorized Supervisor Haywood to sing a contract with Labella for competition of grant application for loan and grant funding from USDA Rural Development for proposed Water District #4 contingent upon no request for Permissive Referendum as of May 11, 2018; seconded by Councilwoman Sapienza and it carried by a vote 4-0
