Resolution #12-2018 to Reject Petition  Councilman Anderson offered resolution #12-2018 to reject the Petition for proposed Water District #4 as defective for the following reasons stated in the full resolution; seconded by Councilman Starowitz and it carried by a vote 3-0.
RESOLUTION #12-2018
TO REJECT PETITION FOR WATER DISTRICT #4

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Bergen (the “Town Board”) has been considering undertaking a project to provide water service to areas of the Town of Bergen presently not being served by public water; 


WHEREAS, the proposed project was discussed with the residents at a Town Board meeting on March 27, 2018; and 


WHEREAS, in order to more accurately determine the dimension and boundaries of the proposed project area as well as the estimated cost of providing the facilities, improvements and services associated with the proposed project it is necessary that a map, plan and report of the proposed project be prepared; and 


WHEREAS, on April 10, 2018 the Town Board duly adopted a resolution subject to permissive referendum appropriating the sum of $4,975.00 for the preparation of a map, plan and report regarding the proposed project (the “Resolution”).  A copy of the Resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and


WHEREAS, the Resolution was duly published and posted in accordance with Article 7 of Town Law; and 


WHEREAS, on May 11, 2018 the Town Clerk did receive a Petition with the following caption:

“We the undersigned are requesting a Permissive Referendum, Public Vote, on Water District No. 4 in the Town of Bergen”. A copy of the Petition is attached hereto as Exhibit “B”; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board having had the opportunity to review the Petition. 


NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board resolves to reject the Petition as defective for the following reasons:

1. The Petition requests a Referendum for an action which was not taken by the Town Board.  The Board previously approved a resolution authorizing the preparation of a map, plan and report not the formation of a water district.

2. The Petition was not timely filed in accordance with Article 7 of Town Law.

3. The signatures on the Petition were not authenticated in the manner required by law.

Proposed Water District #4 Engineering Services Contract Councilman  Anderson made a motion to authorize Supervisor Haywood to sign the contract with Chatfield Engineers for Preliminary Engineering Services to prepare map, plan and report for the proposed Water District #4 in the amount of $4,975; seconded by Councilman Starowitz and it carried by a vote 3-0.

Proposed Water District #4 Grant Funding Proposal Councilwoman  Grant made a motion to authorized Supervisor Haywood to sign a contract with Labella for competition of grant application for loan and grant funding from USDA Rural Development for proposed Water District #4 in the amount of $1,900; seconded by Councilman Anderson  and it carried by a vote 3-0

Proposed Water District #4 Environmental Review Contract Councilman Starowitz  made a motion to authorize Supervisor Haywood to sign a contract with Labella for the completion of the environmental review for the proposed Water District #4 in the amount of $9,500; seconded by Councilman Anderson and it carried by a vote 3-0.

WATER DISTRICT NO. 4

SEQR RESOLUTION – INTENT TO DECLARE LEAD AGENCY STATUS


RESOLVED, that in accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) regulations, the Town Board of the Town of Bergen hereby announces its intent to serve as Lead Agency to conduct an environmental review of the construction of public water supply improvements to serve the proposed Water District No. 4.  The proposed action involves the installation of approximately 173,000 linear feet of new waterline along portions of Wood Road, N Bergen Road (County Road 14), Sautell Road, Warboys Road (County Road 19A), Cook Road, Creamery Road (County Road 19A), W Sweden Road (County Road 6), Sackett Road, Evans Road, N Lake Road, Peachey Road, Bissell Road, Swamp Road, Pocock Road, Jerico Road (County Road 6), Dublin Road, Clinton Street Road (NYS Route 33), W Bergen Road (County Road 31), Lyman Road, Old State Road, Gilbert 
Road, Maple Avenue, and Connelly Road in the Town of Bergen.  The project may include relevant improvements such as new pressure reducing vaults or master meters.  The project will provide public water to properties that are currently dependent upon individual groundwater supplies that historically have produced very low yields of poor quality water.


FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board has determined that, as portions of the project are located within an Genesee County Agricultural District, the proposed action is a Type I action as defined under SEQR; and, be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board has commissioned LaBella Associates DPC to prepare Part 1 of the Environmental Assessment Form regarding the project.  


FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board will notify the Involved Agencies of its intention to act as Lead Agency for this project and will provide them with a copy of the completed Part 1 of the full Environmental Assessment Form for review during the 30-day comment period.
