STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW ACT RESOLUTION FOR

TOWN OF BERGEN – BYRON-BERGEN PUBLIC LIBRARY ACCESSIBILITY RENOVATIONS

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Bergen is proposing the following Scope of Work to be completed:

The Town of Bergen in collaboration with the Byron-Bergen Public Library proposes to remove architectural barriers that prevent people with physical disabilities to access the library, a community meeting room, the town assessor, and the town code enforcement officer. All renovations will occur within the confines of the building’s existing footprint, and no additional square footage will be added. The proposed accessibility renovations will include: replacement of existing non-accessible bathrooms with two new accessible ones; renovations to the main entrance of the building for accessibility; renovations to the library to accommodate people who use wheelchairs; and renovations to the multipurpose public meeting room. Additional renovations will include asbestos removal, HVAC system replacement, new lighting as required, and a fire alarm system installation throughout the building.

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed the scope of the project and has further received and considered the advice of its planners and environmental specialists with respect to classification of the action in accordance with the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA); and 

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the Proposed Action with respect to the Type II criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR part 617.5(c), which reads as follows:

(1) maintenance or repair involving no substantial changes in an existing structure or facility; and

(2) replacement, rehabilitation or reconstruction of a structure or facility, in kind, on the same site, including upgrading buildings to meet building or fire codes, unless such action meets or exceeds any of the thresholds in section 617.4 of this Part

WHEREAS, Type II actions have been determined not to have a significant impact on the environment and are not subject to review under SEQRA, now therefore;



BE IT RESOLVED, no further action is required by the Town Board with regard to SEQR for this action.
