Update on Water Benefit Improvement Area #1

A water district status meeting was held on January 23 with all of our consultants. We followed up with an update to the Town Board at a special meeting January 25.
Our Town Attorney believes that Comptroller approval of the water district formation is imminent.

The Town Engineer has completed the base mapping for the entire project and is reviewing underground utility maps. The project is going to be broken down into two projects for public bidding. The two contracts will be bid one to two weeks apart. We anticipate the bidding to occur in the fall and construction on both project to start in January.   Although the exact division of the project is not final, the basic two parts will be: everything north of the old railroad tracks (North Shore)  and Pocock and Swamp Roads; and everything else south of the old railroad tracks.
At this point, we are on track to issue a $2,000,000 Bond Anticipation Note in May. The tax bills that go out in January 2021 will have the first water district charges. For everyone who has their property taxes escrowed with their mortgage, it will be important to let your bank know that there will be an additional tax starting with your town and county tax bill in January 2021.
